LETTER FROM THE KING’S SCHOOL MANAGEMENT BOARD

Dear Parents

We would like to thank all of you for the way in which you have responded to the measures we have put in place to streamline and tighten up the financial administration of the School. 
We have had very encouraging feedback from the parents as a whole, as we seek to improve our administrative systems and put the right people in the right seats to provide a better service to you. We appreciate your willingness to help us as we seek excellence in all we do for HIS School!

As with all change, our attempts to improve matters have come with their inevitable challenges. Integration of new financial systems have presented some problems, but we are making good progress in sorting these issues out as quickly as we can. Your patience would be appreciated in this respect too and before long we will have ironed out most issues that have occurred.

The King's School is a non-profit organisation.  There are no share-holders to whom any portion of the School's profits are distributed.  All of the money that the School receives is used to deliver excellent education to the learners who enrol at the school.  The vast majority of the school’s income is spent on staff salaries with a far smaller portion being used to cover the usual day-to-day running expenses of the school. 

It is no secret that we have had a number of families default on their payment of school fees over the last 24 to 36 months particularly. The very difficult economic conditions over this period were largely to blame for this.
New measures and strict policies have now been implemented as you will already know.  This is now well in hand and we have made excellent progress in collecting outstanding fees for the benefit of the school. 
We do wish to make it very clear however, that despite the possible perception that paying parents are funding those who are defaulting, this is in fact not the case.
We separated these outstanding fees in our budget and worked on a projected cost to maintain the excellent teachers and school facilities we enjoy at the projected cost for the year 2011. 

Any outstanding fees were not part of this calculation at all. 
Together with the financial committee of the school board, we are keeping a very close eye on the budgets as we roll out new systems and train key staff to be part of this process.

It has been wonderful to see how you as parents have all come on board as we seek to serve the Father with honour and integrity in the area of finance.
